The following examples show how you might copy links from a HyperScope bookmark icon or purple number into something you are drafting or tracking. For instructions on this see the HyperScope Tutorial – Bookmarks section.
Example 1 – For Writing
Hi there! This is a sample document to show how Microsoft Word documents can point to HyperScope pages.

Let's imagine that I am discussing the HyperScope design document. I might suggest that you begin at the overview of the design document. There is a detailed client and server area of the document, as well as info on the file format we are using.

Example 2 – For Commentary
In the following you can see how you might compose an email replying to a document or article, where you can quickly paste in links to the specific sections or paragraphs you are giving feedback on, with whatever viewspecs you think would be most helpful to your recipients. You can embed the links behind the text if you prefer (as in Example 1) or just paste the link as below.
